	My husband cut this surface so included in free pattern packets is measurements for your woodcutter with line drawing pattern. Pattern has been reduced 20 % of original size. You could have wood surface cut to the size printed out or enlarge the pattern
	Acrylic Palette:  I have used several brands of acrylics because I have found that when working on a dark background some brands are more opaque than others. There are several good color conversions charts on line if you need substitutions from my acryli

	I always try limiting my palette when doing a pattern so as you read instructions you will find that I have done some mixing. At times you will find it a tad difficult to decide if you have the right mixture in correct proportions and it does take a bit

	For applying glazing to background 1” Loew Cornel
	PREPARATION OF SURFACE:
	1. Sand, Seal wood surface, Sand. Clean off any residue from sanding.
	2. Apply 1 or more coats of Sapphire on center panel.
	3. Apply 2 or more coats of Midnight Blue to trim sections where lettering is to be
	Placed.
	4. Let surface dry completely.
	5. Glazing Mixture: Mix Prussian Blue with small amount of Black. 3 to1.
	Just enough black to tone the Prussian Blue add glazing medium to mix or
	Retarder.
	Add enough retarder or glazing mediums so that paint mixture appears
	transparent in consistency before applying over the Sapphire painted surface.
	When glazing it is best to work with two brushes one applying the glaze the
	other brush for smoothing and blending.
	6.  Brush a light coating of Fini or Retarder on center panel over Sapphire basecoat.
	If too much retarder or glazing medium has been applied wipe of excess with lint
	free paper towel.
	“Working quickly”! Brush on glazing mixture.  Bru

	When brushing out the glaze mixture if correct pressure is applying to your brush
	you will than achieve a nice smooth even blend.
	\(First brush very firmly than to take out any s
	Now take the soft paper towel and lift off some light areas on upper right corner
	Of center panel and where the swirl of light is placed behind cat.
	Soften the highlighted areas using 1” blending br
	Why did I use this technique??
	By using the Sapphire as background and applying and rubbing out glaze it will give your center panel a soft glowing under color.
	Of course if you find this technique to challenging for you can just paint the panel a dark blue.
	7.    Let the glazed surface dry completely. Either over night or with hair dryer. When
	surface is dry you can apply a light coat of clear glazing medium or matt varnish
	For protection before applying a pattern.
	8.  Apply a light tracing of the swirl of light behind cat or if you feel comfortable
	doing so, apply the color swirl freehand.
	First apply a light coating of Retarder, Water or Fini to the area where you have
	applied the tracing.
	9.  Using ¾”brush double loaded with Tangerine a�
	EVIL CAT:
	Basecoat:  With mix of Prussian Blue  + Black.  3
	Highlights: Around mouth, nose, ears, toes, top of legs, above and below eyes and accents of hair. Prussian Blue+Black+ Warm White.  Lighten the value with warm white just enough that it can be seen on the cats dark basecoat but not over powering. You ca
	Shade: Black
	Accent Hair: in ears, top of eye lids, chest, around mouth area, nose and here and there hairs on right side of body of cat. Tangerine, Primary Yellow and Lavender.
	Whiskers: Black. Highlighted with Tangerine
	Collar: Lavender. Highlight: Tangerine. Shade:  Lavender + Midnight Blue.
	Moon: Tangerine, Primary Yellow, White and Cadmium Orange.
	Eyes:   Tangerine, Primary Yellow, Black, Burnt Orange, White, Mix of Tangerine + Prussian Blue = Olive Green shade. Accent in corners of lid: Lavender.
	JACK O LANTERN:
	For brightness and good coverage undercoat with Warm White or Gesso. Basecoat over undercoating with Tangerine.  Highlights: Primary Yellow, Primary Yellow + Tangerine. Shading and Accent Lines: mix Cadmium Orange+ Tangerine, Cadmium Orange and Burnt Ora
	Cut out openings in Jack-O'- Lantern: Base: Mix Tangerine+ Primary Yellow Highlights: Primary Yellow and White.  Pupil: Black Shading: Black, Burnt Orange, Mix of Tangerine + Prussian Blue = Olive Green shade. Accent on right side of each eye: Lavender.
	Stem: Mix of Tangerine+ Black 4-1. Highlight: Tangerine +Black+ Warm White.
	Shade: Burnt Orange, Burnt Orange+ tad Black. Accent washes: Cad Orange and a tad of lavender just here and there
	Once Jack-O’-Lantern has been completed float a b
	WITCHES AND BATS:
	Basecoat: in a mix of Black +Tad of Prussian Blue. This time make your mix more black than blue.   Accent out lines: Tangerine and mix of Tangerine+ Primary Yellow.
	Please don’t make the accent lines like outlining
	LETTERING:
	Basecoat: upper part of lettering with Tangerine. You might want to lightly undercoat letters with Warm White or gesso. Another alterative is to undercoat entire letter with mix of Warm White + Tangerine, first for better coverage on a dark background.
	Lower part of letter: Burnt Orange. Outlining of letters: Lavender. As you will look at photo you will notice that the outlining is thick and thin and some areas are not right against letters. This is done for affect to create the look you are seeing in
	On top of letters notice outlining is uneven dots of Primary Yellow. I have applied dots to Trick and If You Dare.
	Scrolling boarders are done with Burnt Orange and Lavender.
	Once project has been completed varnish with 3 or more coats of Glow in the Dark Varnish following directions on bottle.
	You have a long time now to get this project completed for your little goblins next year. So have fun with it and be sure and add a bit of your own personality and creativity to it.
